No dangerous or
venomous animals will be allowed. Professional displays of snakes and crocodiles will be exhibiting
on the day. No request will be considered by QPWS later than the above registration deadline. These guide
lines are based from the rules and regulations from QPWS. The organisers will be adhering to all
Queensland Parks & Wildlife rules and regulations in the bringing of and showing under a recreational
licence, this will be made clear to the entrant when he/she applies and will be enforced on the day.

The winners of each category of the competition will receive a certificate, a trophy and each

entrant will receive a reptile show bag of goodies.

This annual event hopes to bring together experienced herpetologists and new reptile enthusiasts; in the



long term this should benefit all reptiles by the people gaining more knowledge of the reptile around them.
Rules and regulations

1) Competitor must have a current QLD licence to keep a reptile.

2) No sick or injured reptiles allowed, all entrants will be inspected with license on
arrival.

3) Competitors must keep their reptile securely housed at all times in accordance
with the code of practice for reptile and amphibian husbandry when not displaying.
They can display them in an appropriate housing.

4) Reptiles must be kept in an escape proof container, with air holes when
judging is not taking place.

5) The owners of Reptiles will be responsible for their animals at all times.
6) The organisers take no responsibility for injury or escapes of reptiles
7) Reptiles must be housed to and from the Bearded Dragon Boutique Hotel

8) Winning entrants will be judged “in the eyes of judging panel” only and the judges
decision is final. This event is for charity and is only for the fun purposes of reptile
enthusiasts.

9) Registration is FREE for the purposes of this event, however donations will be
welcome in support of Tamborine Mountain Landcare and Tamborine Rural Fire
Brigade. Please attach your donation with registration.

10)h To enter you must lodge a registration form to the organisers before close of business
28 November 2008, with all your details including licence number. Event organisers will
submit to QPWS on your behalf for approval. The entrant will then be contacted after the
approval, this is for the legalities that unless you have a demonstrators licence you are not
allowed to display your animal. This approval is for the one day of the competition only. No
approved registration, then NO ENTRY on the day with your animal.

11) No Dangerous or Venomous Reptiles will be allowed entry on the day.
